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Call for Project Proposals

Within the King Baudouin Foundation (KBF) funded project entitled Temporary Residence Permit Capacity Building Scheme in the SEE, the International Organization for Migration (IOM) invites non-governmental organizations to submit project proposals for funding. This IOM program aims to support the implementation of legislation adopted in the field of Temporary Residence Permits (TRP) for victims of trafficking and to monitor this process in order to improve procedures and institutionalize mechanisms for victims’ protection in SEE. This call for proposals will offer grants ranging from 5.000 EUR to 8.000 EUR to non-governmental organizations (NGOs) registered in Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Montenegro, Romania and Serbia. Project start is expected in December 2007 and is to be concluded by 30 June 2008.
Projects submitted under this call for proposals are expected to achieve the following:

· Provide an assessment of TRP implementation at the national level, including  TRP legislation and its practical issuance process, as well as coherence with National Trafficking in Human Beings Laws, Action Plans and Strategies through a Questionnaire  shared amongst key Government, NGO and IO professionals engaged in Counter trafficking (CT);

· identify THB and TRP policy strengths and weaknesses and offer recommendations for improving quality and accessibility of key protection measures applicable to VoTs;

· propose advocacy activities around the findings and recommendations outlined in the monitoring reports;

The program will prioritize projects that:

· have a multidisciplinary assessment dimension;

· address the field of protection of victims of trafficking;

· aim to advocate for implementation of the recommended actions in terms of upgrading the existing protection programs for victims of trafficking;
· have a strong dynamic participatory component.

Proposals should be no more than 5 pages and should include the following information:

1. NGO Contact Information with reference to organization’s monitoring and advocacy capacities.

2. Summary of the project – Project title, Region targeted by project, Total amount in EUR. The summary should include one paragraph describing the problem and how it will be addressed. Please also state the goal and expected results of the project.

3. Background and justification.

Please describe the anticipated and/or known elements of the monitoring activities in the field of trafficking in human beings in your country, but only as they relate to the proposed project. 

4. Profile of the Target Groups (Government official, NGOs, actual VoTs, etc.)
5. Project goals and objectives. 

Please define the general goals and specific objectives of the project

6. Project description.

This is the core of proposal. It should clearly and concisely outline the implementation plan for each objective with a Timeframe.

7. Detailed budget broken down by each objective of the proposed project.
